1. Discuss the contribution of psychology to the world of work.

2. What should Psychologists do to ensure that their research is ethical?
3. Discuss some of the controversies that surround the concept of intelligence and IQ measurement, with reference to the nature/nurture debate.

4. Discuss the extent to which intelligence may be inherited.

5. How does the nature-nurture debate impact on the study of psychology?

6. Why is biology indispensable to an understanding of behaviour?

7. Using appropriate diagrams (or sketches) explain how neurons communicate.

8. Demonstrate the influence of hormones on behaviour, using appropriate examples.

9. What can we learn about normal functioning from the study of organic brain dysfunction?

10. How can stress causes illness? Discuss both behavioural and physiological routes.

11. Discuss the contention that sleep has a psychological function as compared to a physical restorative function.

12. Briefly describe the four stages of sleep.  Evaluate evidence that dreaming is associated with paradoxical sleep.

13. “Consciousness is not located in the brain.” Discuss. 

14. With reference to specific examples, evaluate ONE application of the principles of learning associated with either classical or operant conditioning.
15. Describe either classical or operant conditioning and consider its relevance to human behaviour.

16. Can changes in behaviour be brought about by negative as well as positive reinforcers?

17. What are schedules of reinforcement?  Discuss their role in the psychology of addiction.
